Vide Ref GO Ms. No.174 – I&CAD dated 1-9-2008, if any successful bidder fails to submit the 

original hard copies of uploaded certificates/documents, DD/BG towards EMD within stipulated time 

or if any variation is noticed between the uploaded documents and the hardcopies submitted by the 

bidder, the successful bidder will be suspended from participating in the RFP on the e-Procurement 

platform for a period of 3 years. The e-Procurement system would deactivate the user ID of such 

defaulting bidder based on the trigger/recommendation by the RFP Inviting Authority in the system. 

Besides this, APSFL shall invoke all processes of law including criminal prosecution of such 

defaulting bidder as an act of extreme deterrence to avoid delays in the RFP process for execution of 

the development schemes taken up by the government. Other conditions as per RFP document are 

applicable.

b) RFP Document:

6.2 LANGUAGE OF THE BID 
The bids prepared by the Bidder and all subsequent correspondence and documents relating to the 
bids exchanged by the Bidder and APSFL shall be written in English language. Any printed literature 
furnished by the Bidder, written in another language, shall be accompanied by an accurate English 
translation, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, the English translation shall 
govern. 

6.3 HAND WRITTEN DOCUMENTS, ERASURES OR ALTERATIONS 
The offers containing erasures or alterations will not be considered. There should be no hand-written 
material, corrections or alterations in the offer. Filling up of the information using terms such as 
“OK”, “noted”, “as given in brochure/manual” is not acceptable and may lead to the disqualification 
of the Bid.

6.17 NOTIFICATION OF AWARD 
Authority will notify the Successful Bidder via letter / fax /email of its intent of accepting the bid. The 
notification of award will constitute the formation of agreement. Upon the successful bidders’ 
selection, APSFL will notify each unsuccessful bidder and return their EMD. 

6.18 SIGNING OF CONTRACT 
APSFL notifies the successful bidder that it’s proposal has been accepted and APSFL shall enter into 
an agreement with the successful bidder within 30days of receiving the LOA. Failure of the 
Successful Bidder to execute the Agreement within the prescribed time shall cause the EMD of the 
Successful Bidder to be liquidated. In such event, APSFL shall negotiate with the next eligible bidder. 
The Successful Bidder will be liable to indemnify APSFL for any additional cost or expense, incurred 
on account of failure of the Successful Bidder to execute the Agreement. 

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary mentioned above, the Authority at its sole discretion shall 
have the right to extend the timelines for execution of Agreement on the request of the Successful 
Bidder, provided the same is bonafide 

6.19 REJECTION CRITERIA 
Besides other conditions and terms highlighted in the RFP Document, bids may be rejected under 
following circumstances: 

6.19.1 General rejection criteria 

a) Conditional Bids;  

b) If the information provided by the Bidder is found to be incorrect / misleading / fraudulent at 
any stage / time during the RFP Evaluation Process;  

c) Any effort on the part of a Bidder to influence the bid evaluation, bid comparison or contract 
award decisions;  

d) Bids received after the prescribed time & date for receipt of bids;  

e) Bids without signature of person (s) duly authorized on required pages of the bid;  

f) Bids without power of attorney/ board resolution or its certified true copy. 

g) Bids received without submission of the prescribed Bid processing fee/EMD. 

6.19.2  Pre-Qualification rejection criteria 

a) Bidders not complying with the Eligibility Criteria given in this RFP ; 

b) Revelation of prices in any form or by any reason before opening the Price Bid;  

c) Failure to furnish all information required by the RFP Document or submission of a Bid not 
substantially responsive to the RFP Document in any aspect;  

6.19.3 Technical rejection criteria 

a) Technical Bid containing Price details;  
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b) Revelation of Prices in any form or by any reason before opening the Price Bid;  

c) Failure to furnish all information required by the RFP Document or submission of a Bid not 
substantially responsive to the RFP Document in any aspect;  

d) Bidders not quoting for the complete scope of work as indicated in the RFP Documents, 
addendum /corrigendum (if any) and any subsequent information given to the Bidder;  

e) Bidders not complying with the Technical and General Terms and conditions as stated in the 
RFP Documents;  

f) The Bidder not confirming unconditional acceptance of full responsibility of providing 
services in accordance with the scope of work and Service Level Agreements of this RFP ;  

6.19.4 Price Bid Rejection Criteria 

a) Incomplete Price Bid;  

b) Price Bids that do not conform to the RFP ’s Price Bid Format;  

c) If there is an arithmetic discrepancy in the Price Bid calculations the RFP Evaluation 
Committee shall rectify the same. If the Bidder does not accept the correction of the errors, its 
Bid may be rejected.  

6.20 CONCESSIONS PERMISSIBLE UNDER STATUTES 
Bidder, while quoting against this RFP, must take cognizance of all concessions permissible, if any, 
under the statutes and ensure the same is passed on to the Authority, failing which it will have to bear 
extra cost. In case Bidder does not avail concessional rates of levies like customs duty, excise duty, 
sales tax, etc. APSFL will not take responsibility towards this. However, the Authority may provide 
necessary assistance, wherever possible, in this regard. 

6.21 TAXES 
The Bidders shall fully familiarize themselves about the applicable domestic taxes (such as value 
added or sales tax, service tax, income taxes, duties, fees, levies, GST etc.) on amounts payable by 
APSFL under the Agreement. All such taxes must be included by Bidders in the Price Bid. (Bidder 
needs to find out applicable taxes for the components being proposed.) 

6.22 RIGHT TO VARY THE SCOPE OF WORK AT THE TIME OF AWARD 
The Authority reserves its right to make changes to the scope of the work which is capped to 25% at 
the time of execution of the resultant Agreement. If any such change causes an increase or decrease in 
the cost of, or the time required for the WTP’s performance of any part of the work under the 
Agreement, whether changed or not changed by the order, an equitable adjustment (if required) shall 
be made in the Contract Value or time schedule, or both, and the Agreement shall accordingly be 
amended. Any claims by the WTP for adjustment under this Clause must be asserted within thirty (30) 
days from the date of the WTP’s receipt of the APSFL changed order. 

6.23 FRAUD AND CORRUPTION 
Authority requires that Bidder must observe the highest standards of ethics during the entire process 
of RFP evaluation and during execution of the contract. In pursuance of this policy, APSFL defines, 
for the purpose of this provision, the terms set forth as follows:  

a. “Corrupt practice” means the offering, giving, receiving or soliciting of anything of value to 

influence the action of the Authority in contract executions.  
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b. "Fraudulent practice" means a misrepresentation of facts, in order to influence a procurement 

process or the execution of a contract, to the Authority, and includes collusive practice among 

bidders (prior to or after Proposal submission) designed to establish Proposal prices at artificially 

high or non-competitive levels and to deprive the Authority of the benefits of free and open 

competition.  

c. “Unfair trade practices” means supply of services different from what is ordered on, or change in 

the Scope of Work which is given by the Authority in Part 2 of the RFP. 

d. “Coercive Practices” means harming or threatening to harm, directly or indirectly, persons or 

their property to influence their participation in the execution of contract.  

Authority shall reject the Bid proposal for award of contract, if it determines that the Bidder 
recommended for award, has been found to have been engaged in corrupt, fraudulent of unfair trade 
practices. Once the contract is signed and if it is noticed that the WTP has indulged into the Corrupt / 
Fraudulent / Unfair / Coercive practices, it will be a sufficient ground for APSFL for termination of 
the contract and initiate black-listing of the Bidder. 

7 SERVICE LEVEL AGREEMENT 

Service Level Agreement (SLA) shall become the part of Agreement between Authority and the 
Successful Bidder. SLA defines the terms of the Successful Bidder’s responsibility in ensuring the 
timely delivery of the deliverables and the correctness of the same based on the agreed Performance 
Indicators as detailed in this section. The Successful Bidder has to comply with Service Levels 
requirements to ensure adherence to Project timelines, quality and availability of services.  

The Successful Bidder has to supply software/automated tools to monitor all the SLAs mentioned below.  

Note: Penalties shall not be levied on the Successful Bidder in the following cases:  

 There is a Force Majeure event effecting the SLA which is beyond the control of the Successful Bidder  

 The non-compliance to the SLA has been due to reasons beyond the control of the Bidder.  

 Theft cases by default would not be considered as "beyond the control of Bidder". However, certain 

cases, based on circumstances & certain locations, Authority may agree to qualify as "beyond the 

control of Bidder". Damages due to any accident / mishap shall be considered as "beyond the control of 

Bidder". However, Soft Power shut down or deliberate misconfiguration of access would not be 

considered as "beyond the control of Bidder".  

The purpose of this Service Level Agreement (hereinafter referred to as SLA) is indicative for the bidding 

purpose and a more detained and comprehensive SLA shall be proposed by mutual consent at the time of 

signing the Agreement. 

7.1 DEFINITIONS 
For the purposes of this service level agreement, the definitions and terms are specified in the contract along 

with the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below :  

a. “Uptime” shall mean the time period for the specified services / components with the specified technical 

service standards are available to the user department. Uptime, in percentage, of any component (Non IT & 

IT) can be calculated as:  

Uptime = {1- [(Downtime) / (Total Time – Maintenance Time)]} * 100  
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b. “Downtime” shall mean the time period for which the specified services / components with specified 

technical and service standards are not available to the user department and excludes downtime owing to 

Force Majeure & Reasons beyond control of WTP. 

c. “Incident” refers to any event / abnormalities in the functioning of the Services specified as part of the 

Scope of Work of the WTP that may lead to disruption in normal operations of the Wi-Fi Hotspot System.  

d. “Helpdesk Support" shall mean the 24x7x365 based support center which shall handle Fault reporting, 

Trouble Ticketing and related enquiries during this contract.  

e. “Resolution Time” shall mean the time taken (after the incident has been reported at the helpdesk), in 

resolving (diagnosing, troubleshooting and fixing) or escalating (to the second level or to respective 

vendors, getting the confirmatory details about the same from the vendor and conveying the same to the end 

user), the services related troubles during the first level escalation.  

7.2 MEASUREMENT OF SLA 
The SLA metrics provided specifies performance parameters as baseline performance, lower performance and 

breach. All SLA calculations will be done on quarterly basis. The SLA also specifies the liquidated damages for 

lower performance and breach conditions.  

The Authority shall also have the right to conduct, either itself or through any other agency as it may deem fit, 

an audit/revision of the SLA parameters. The SLAs defined, shall be reviewed by the Authority on an annual 

basis after consulting the WTP, Project Management Consultants and other experts. All the changes would be 

made by the Authority after consultation with the WTP and might include some corrections to reduce undue 

relaxation in Service levels or some corrections to avoid unrealistic imposition of liquidated damages, which are 

noticed after project has gone live. 

7.3 SLA HOLIDAY PERIOD, PLANNED DOWNTIME 
First quarter, post Go Live of the project shall be termed as holiday period for SLAs, wherein the SLAs shall not 

be applicable on the WTP (but it must be monitored and measured). This SLA holiday period is only for the 

purpose of streamlining the operations and monitoring of the systems and processes.  

Any planned application / server downtime would not be included in the calculation of application / server 

availability. However, the Successful Bidder should take at least 10 days prior approval from Authority in 

writing for the planned outage, which should not be for more than 30 minutes, would be in lean period (like post 

mid-night) and limited to maximum four outages in a year.
